A Prmary Election is the first clection of the vear, usually held in Murch. This clection will determine who cach of the partics
want 10 ke to the General Election held 1o November. In the March Primary election, all registered  voters. no matter how they
voted in the pass, can choose to vote on a Democratie Ballot or a Republican Ballot.  What this meuns to you is that  you must
choose which ballot 10 vote on. You must roquest the ballot of your choice Democratic or Republican, You as the voter must decide
which ballot means the most to you and request that 1ype ballon,
